Firstly at the Home of Hope where 14 disabled children live.  You will be involved in caring for and 
playing with the children, leading church services and outreach work to the families living in the 
surrounding villages who have disabled children. Our major project is to build a playground for the 
children. The second project is in northern Uganda working with the Footsteps Project. The work is with 
the children who are former child soldiers in the LRA. You will be involved in building relationships with 
the children and in educating the families about trauma.

New Zealand Wild South
