Which Qualification Do I Choose?
There are 3 qualifications:
1. Certificate of Christian Studies
    This qualification is 60 credits and is equivalent to one semester full-time study.  You can
    choose any courses within the Certificate Programme.  The focus is on gaining skills and
    knowledge about Christian ministry.

2. Certificate in Christian Ministry
    This qualification is 120 credits and is equivalent to two semesters full-time study.  You
    must complete all core courses, and a selection of option courses.  The focus of this
    course is learning and ministering to others.

3. Diploma in Applied Christian Ministry (Internship)
    This qualification is 120 credits and is equivalent to two semesters full-time study.  You
    will complete eighteen hours a week of practical work in a particular ministry area of the
    church, and twelve hours a week of classes and supervision meetings.  The focus of this
    course is to prepare you for practical ministry.
